District Mission

The Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District will provide technical
assistance and develop, promote and implement management strategies to
provide for the conservation, preservation, protection, recharging and prevention
of waste of the groundwater reservoir, thereby extending the quantity and quality
of the Ogallala aquifer in Yoakum County.

Time Period of This Plan 9

This plan will become effective upon adoption by the Sandy Land Underground
Water Conservation District Board of Directors and certification as
administratively complete by the Texas Water Development Board. The plan will
remain in effect through September 2008 or until a revised plan is adopted and

" certified.

Statement of Guiding Principles

‘The Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District recognized that the

groundwater resources of the region are of vital importance to the continued

“vitality of the citizens, economy and environment within the District. The

preservation of the groundwater resources can be managed in the most prudent
and cost effective manner through the regulation of production as effected by the
District's well permitting and well spacing rules. This management plan is
intended as a tool to focus the thoughts and actions of those mdlwduals charged
with the responsibility for the execution of District activities.

General Description f

The Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District (The District) was
created in November, 1989 by authority of SB 1777 of the 71% Texas Legislature.
The District has the same areal extent as Yoakum County, Texas and contains
510,540 upland acres. The District is bounded on the west by the State of New
Mexico and by Cochran, Terry and Gaines Counties on the north, east and
south, respectively. (Figure 1)

The economy of Yoakum County is primarily driven by two different industries, oil
production and agriculture. The dominant crops produced in the District are
irrigated cotton and peanuts.
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Groundwater Resources

The Ogallala aquifer is the primary source of water for Yoakum County.
(Figure 2) The Ogallala aquifer yields water from interfingered sands, gravels and
silts of the Ogallala Formation which is of Pliocene age. These sediments
represent deposits eroded from the ancestral Rocky Mountains to the west.
Within the District, groundwater in the Ogallala aquifer is under water table or
unconfined conditions. In this portion of the Southern High Plains, the Ogallala
Formation is predominantly covered by dune sands of Quaternary age.
Underlying the Ogallala aquifer are sandstones and limestones of the Edwards-
Trinity aquifer. These sediments were deposited during Cretaceous time upon
an eroded surface and were in turn eroded before being covered by deposition of
Ogallala Formation. The result is that the Edwards-Trinity aquifer within the
District is highly variable in thickness and depth of occurrence and represents a
minor source of groundwater in the District.

The Llano Estacado Regional Water Plan estimates that in. 2000, the total
useable amount of groundwater in the District was 4,756,990 acre-feet. The
projected irrigation demand for Yoakum County in 2010 is 120,979 acre-feet,
down from 122,409 acre-feet in 2000. Texas Water Development Board Report
288 estimates that annual recharge within the District is approximately 33,070
acre-feet. Natural recharge in the District is mostly through direct infiltration of
precipitation into the coarse wind-blown sandy and silty surficial sediments. This
is different from the more northern portions of the Southern High Plains where
natural recharge is focused through the floors of the thousands of playas.

In order to increase the amount of recharge, which occurs within the District each
year, the District has been a part of a regional weather modification program
since 1997 to increase the amount of annual precipitation. In the fall of 2001,
Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District withdrew from that
regional program and created a weather modification program with two other
counties: Terry and Gaines. Although it is difficult to caiculate the direct impact
of activities such as this on recharge to the aquifer, the benefits of even a slight
increase in precipitation can be two-fold. First, with any increase in precipitation
during the growing season, one can reasonably expect a corresponding
decrease in pumping or mining of the aquifer. Second, due to the coarse nature
of surficial sediments in the District, the infiltration of precipitation below the
effective zone of evapotranspiration may be significant. One final activity that,
while not technically meeting the definition of natural or enhanced recharge,
which may significantly impact the overall supply of groundwater in the District is
that of circulating irrigation water. Clearly not all irrigation water applied in the
District is lost to evapotranspiration, rather some as yet unquantified volume of
groundwater produced actually infiltrates back to the Ogallala aquifer and is thus
available for pumping again.
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Initial estimates by outside analysis indicate an increase of .12 inches of rainfall
per seeded cloud. Clouds available for seeding are highly variable from year to
year, but based on years 2002 and 2003, which were extremely dry with below
average rainfall, an increase of .30 inch attributed to precipitation enhancement
over the county equates to 14,400 acre feet of water on the ground.

Groundwater Use

The amount of groundwater being used within the District on an annual basis has
varied from a low of 126,862 acre-feet to a high of 155,560 acre-feet, over the
last five years of available record. These figures were derived from “Region O”

Water Plan and computations from water district data.

With normal rainfall and the advent of expected conservation
measures, total water demands within the District are projected to be:

Management of Groundwater Supplies

The District will manage the supply of groundwater within the District in order to
conserve the resource while seeking to maintain the economic viability of all
resource user groups, public and private. In consideration of the economic and
cultural activities occurring within the District, the District will identify and engage

in such activities and practices that, if implemented, would result in a reduction of

groundwater use. A monitor well observation network shall be established and

-
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maintained in order to evaluate changing conditions of groundwater supplies
(water in storage) within the District. The District will make a regular assessment
of water supply and groundwater storage conditions and will report those
conditions to the Board and to the public. The District will undertake, as
necessary, and. cooperate with investigations of the groundwater resources
within the District and will make the results of investigations available to the
public upon adoption by the Board.

The District will adopt rules to regulate groundwater withdrawals by means of
well spacing and production limits. The District may deny a well construction
permit or limit groundwater withdrawals in accordance with the guidelines stated
in the rules of the District. In making a determination to deny a permit or limit
groundwater withdrawals, the District will consider the public benefit against
individual hardship after considering all appropriate testimony.

The relevant factors to be considered in making a determination to deny a permit
or limit groundwater withdrawals will include:
1) The purpose of the rules of the District
2) The equitable distribution of the resource
3) The economic hardship resulting from grant or denial of a permit or the
terms prescribed by the permit.

in pursuit of the District's mission of protecting the resource, the District may
require reduction of groundwater withdrawals to amounts that will not cause harm
to the aquifer. To achieve this purpose, the District may, at the Boards
discretion, amend or revoke any permits after notice and hearing. The
determination to seek the amendment or revocation of a permit by the District will
be based on aquifer conditions observed by the District. The District will enforce
the terms and conditions of permits and the rules of the District by enjoining the
permit holder in a court of competent jurisdiction as provided for in Texas Water
Code (TWC) §36.102.

The District will employ all technical resources at its disposal to evaluate the
resources available within the District and to determine the effectiveness of
regulatory or conservation measures. A public or private user may appeal to the
Board for discretion in enforcement of the provisions of the water supply deficit
contingency plan on grounds of adverse economic hardship or unique local
conditions. The exercise of said discretion by the Board shall not be construed
as limiting the power of the Board.

Drought Contingency Plan

There essentially can be no drought contingency plan for Sandy Land
Underground Water Conservation District (Yoakum County) because under any
standards drought is a constant. Rainfall averages for the year may seem
somewhat adequate, but the need, during the growing season, is only a fraction
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of the total yearly rainfall. Irrigation wells cannot be turned off, or the amount of
water pumped by them reduced, because of the crops that are growing.

What we have seen in many cases are half circles being irrigated instead of full
circles. Those that pump the most, agricultural users, have been educated by
the aquifer itself and the regulation it bestows on all users.

It is our belief that we will not make anymore groundwater, we have no surface
water available to those located in Yoakum County and therefore our reliance on
rainfall becomes even greater in the years ahead. Our most significant drought
contingency plan is focused on increased rainfall through weather modification.

Actions, Procedures, Performance and Avoidance for_ Plan
Implementation

The District will implement the provisions of this plan and will utilize the
provisions of this plan as a guidepost for determining the direction or priority for
all District activities. All operations of the District, all agreements entered into by
the District and any additional planning efforts in which the District may
participate will be consistent with the provisions of this plan.

The District will adopt rules relating to the permitting of wells and the production
of groundwater. The rules adopted by the District shall be pursuant to TWC
Chapter 36 and the provisions of this plan. All rules will be adhere to and
enforced. The promulgation and enforcement of the rules will be based on the
best technical evidence available. :

The District shall treat all citizens with equality. Citizens may apply to the District
for discretion in enforcement of the rules on grounds of adverse economic effect
or unique local conditions. In granting of discretion to any rule, the Board shall
consider the potential for adverse effect on adjacent landowners. The exercise
of said discretion by the Board, shall not be construed as limiting the power of the
Board.

The District will seek the cooperation in the implementation of this plan and the
management of groundwater supplies within the District. All activities of the
District will be undertaken in cooperation and coordinated with the appropriate
state, regional or local water management entity.

Methodology for Tracking the District’'s Progress in_Achieving
Management Goals

The District manager will prepare and present an annual report to the Board of
Directors on District performance in regards to achieving management goals and
objectives. The presentation of the report will occur during the last monthly
Board meeting each fiscal year, beginning September 1, 1999. The report will
include the number of instances in which each of the activities specified in the
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District's management objectives was engaged in during the fiscal year. Each
activity will be referenced to the estimated expenditure of staff time and budget in
accomplishment of the activity. The notations of activity frequency, staff time and
budget will be referenced to the appropriate performance standard for each
management objective describing the activity, so that the effectiveness and
efficiency of the Districts operations may evaluated. The Board will maintain the
report on file, for public inspection at the District’s offices upon adoption. This
methodology will apply to all management goals contained within this plan.

The District will actively enforce all rules and regulations necessary for
conserving, preserving, protecting, recharging, and prevention of waste of water
from the Ogallala aquifer in Yoakum County. To accomplish this goal, the District
will continue to develop and enforce rules and reguiations, and modify as
necessary, to carry out the duties as provided by Chapter 36 of the Texas Water
code to effectively manage the Ogallala aquifer.

7. NOMINATING COMMITTEE REGARDING 2004 LERWPG OFFICERS.

A nominating committee, consisting of Chairman Robert Josscrand, Delaine Baucum, and S. M. True Jr.,
presented a state of officers for fiscal year 2004. It is their recommendation that H.P. Brown Jr. continue as
chairman, Ches Carthel continue as vice-chairman, and Jim Conkwright continuc as secretary-treasurer.  In
accordance with the regional water planning group by-laws, election of officers will take place at the first
regular meeting of calendar year 2004. Any additional nominations from the floor will be received at this first

" regular meeting as well.

8. REVIEW OF WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT MANAGEMENT PLANS.

Chairman Brown noted that he has received management plans from the following water conservation
districts: Garza County Underground and Fresh Water Conservation District, Mesa Underground Water
Conservation  District, Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District, and South Plains
Underground Water Conservation District.

He then asked the district managers to discuss the changes made to their respective plans.

Garza County Underground and Fresh Water Conservation District: No representative was present at
today’s meedng.

Mesa Underground Water Conservation District: Mr. Everheart distributed a handout that provides an .
overview of his district’s management plan. He cited some differences between Mesa Underground Water
District’s water demand figures and those in the 2001 Llano Estacado Regional Water Plan. In addition, it
appears that there is some discrepancies in the initial TWDB data and the resulting GAM model. Also, use of
meters within Mesa Warer District is showing historical recharge is greater than previously believed.

Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District — A copy of their management plan was provided
to the LERWPG at this time. Mr. Walker said he included most of the regional water data in their plan.
While there is some difference between these data and what is perceived to be happening in Yoakum County,

- Mr. Walker says his district can make changes later to the management plan, if needed.  He stated that the

only modifications to the 1998 plan pertained to their weather modification and public information programs.

South Plains Underground Water Conservation District — The Texas Water Development Board certified
their management plan as administratively complete on November 7, 2003. Mr. Coleman noted that
underground water conservation districts must now address drought contingency and conservadon in their
respective plans. His district has public information materials in their office to address conscrvation and they
muaintain a rain.gauge nerwork to address droughr contingency.

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Chairman Brown then asked for a progress repore from the other underground water conscrvation districes
represented at today’s meeting.

Llano Estacado Underground Water Conservation District — Mr. Crumley’s management plan is duc in
2005. This district is working on the document.

High Plains Underground Water Conservation District — In Mr. Conkwright’s absence, Mr. McCain
reported that the High Plains Water District has a working draft of its management plan.  Currentdly, the
district has requested a nn of the GAM model for the counties within the district’s 15-county service area.
Staff members are currently comparing these GAM data to LERWPG dara.

- Chairman Brown thanked the districts for providing copies of their management plans to the LERWPG and

formally acknowledged their receipt. These copies will be on file ar the High Plains Water District office,
should miembers wish to review them.

Mr. Conkwright entered the meeting at 10:4% a.m.

The group then had considerable discussion regarding the use of tlow meters on wells, recharge, and playa
basins. Chairman Brown noted that the TWDB has additional funding avaitable for studics to determine the
amount of water pumped, and recharge. He asked if the LERWPG should approach the TWDB for
additional funding to obtain such data.

Mr. Ellison questioned the validity of flow meters—how accurate are these data? How do we know when flow
meters are working or not? Flow meters are unrcliable and their maintenance costs are very expensive. Flow
meters must be calibrated and maintained to operate properly. The Micrometer meter takes a lot of work-but
they are the most reliable meter available today. Pumping air and sand always cause metering problems.

It was stated that even if they do not work properly, flow meters do provide some beneficial information. Mr.
Cleon Namken with the USDA-NRCS said to achicve optimum irrigation water management, he would
recommend a meter on a pivot to determine the amount of water pumped. Mr. Everheart said his district has
also had problems with meters used in his district. He also noted the funds available through the NRCS
EQIP program which arc available for purchasc of meters.

Mr. Montgomery asked about the relationship berween pressurc and flow rate. Mr. Ellison said many pivots
are equipped with pressure regulators. Those without them have a greater range of water pressure. Mr.
Montgomery said pressure transducers are used in the oil and gas industry-and could be more reliable and
maintenance-free than flow meters. These transducers also allow for transmission of real-time data from wells
to a central focation,

CAMS panels will read pressure and make it available on-line for producers’ review. It is Mr. Brown’s opinion
that the water conservation implementation task force will attempt to force installation of flow meters on all
wells in Texas. The task force members are not aware of cost and maintenance problems associated with flow
meters. Some say agriculture uses 90-95 percent of the water—and they want to know if that is an exact figure.

Mr. Brown asked the group to consider a proposed RFP submission to the TWIDB. Mr Steiert said this is a
good public relations move as many feel people on the High Plains recklessly pump large amounts of ground

WHEREAS, the Sandy Land Underground Water Conservation District (District)
was created in November, 1989 by authority of Senate Bilt (SB) 1777 of the 71%
Texas Legislature; and

WHEREAS, the District is required by SB1 through Chapter 36.1071 of the
Texas Water Code to develop and adopt a Management Plan; and

WHEREAS, the District is required by SB1 to submit the revised Management
Plan to the Executive Administrator of the Texas Water Development Board for a
five-year review and certification; and

WHEREAS, the District's revised Management Plans shall be certified by the
