This publication contains rccords of wells and pumping plants in Deaf Smith Counw
ty, Texas, togcther with tables of well logs and well water analyscs, and a map on
which all the wslls listod arc shown, each well bsing ziven a number on the map cor-
responding to the number assigzned to it in thc well tablas,

The racords war. obtainsd in the coursc of an invistigation in tho Texas High
Plains comprising a part of statc-widec studics of the ground-water resourccs of Tex~s
by the State Board of Tater Engincers in cooperation with the Geological Survey of
the United Stotes Department of the Intericr. The ficld work was first started in
1934, a roconnaissancs bsing made in that year covering darts of western Kansas and
Okl~homa and zastern Colorado as wrll =s the Texas Panhandlc. That investigation was
under ths direcetion of C. V. Theis, Associnte Geologist with the Goological Survey,
~nd was mrde with 1n allocation of funds from the Administration of Public Works. In
1936 considerable data on irrigation from wells in different parts of the Texas High
Plains including a part of Deaf Smith County were obtained by H. P. Burleigh and W. R,
Stanley of the Reseitlement Administration. The present investigation was started in
the soring of 1937 with funds appropriated by the Texas Legislature and nearly equal
amounts contributed by the Federal Gov~rnment,

Most of the records listed were obtainzd from October, 1937, to July, 1938, by
Joo W, Iang and C. R. Follzstt, two of the engineers assigned to the present investi-
gatiocn, Som2 wers contributed by tho Rescttlemont Administration and a few werc ob-
tained in the reconnnissance invsstigation of 1934,

The analyses were mide by chemists employed on Works Progress Administration
Project 6507-5112, undsr the dircction of Dr. E. P. Schoch, Director of ths Bureau of
Industrial Chemistry of The Univirsity of Teoxas and E. 7. Lohr, Chemist of the
Qu~lity of Water Division of the Gzolozical Survey, This rclceasc was typed by typists
employad on that projzct.

The rcecords scrve as o guide to 1and owners and well drillers who nced imforma-
tion regarding wells and »umning plents, the depth to ground water in different parts
of the county 2nd th» quantity and quality of watcr yielded by wzlls, They afford a
basis for ths mor: intansive investigation that is now being carried on, the purposc
of which is to decterminc the distribution and zxtent of th: available ground-water
supvlics 2nd ths saf2 yisld of the undsrground resarvoirs,

Thenks nre duc thz o n~rs of wclls and pumping plents in Deaf Smith County who
hove given their cordi:l cooperation and assistance. Secveral well drillers and
represcentatives of diffoarent pump conpanics 2lsc h-ve coutributed freely of thoir
information,
